Summary of the proposed strike-everything amendment to HB 2028:

The proposed strike-everything amendment to HB 2028 makes additional appropriation reductions in FY 2008-09 and makes appropriations for FY 2009-10.

Provisions

Arizona Board of Regents
· Reduces the state General Fund appropriation made to the Arizona Board of Regents (ABOR) in FY 2008-09 for the support and maintenance of institutions under its jurisdiction by $100 million.  

· Mandates that ABOR reduce funding to the institutions proportionally based on their respective appropriations.

· Appropriates an additional $100 million to ABOR in FY 2009-10 and mandates the funding be allocated in two equal payments on or before August 1, 2009 and September 1, 2009.  Requires ABOR to distribute the funding in an amount equal to the additional reduction in FY 2008-09.

Arizona Department of Education
· Reduces the state General Fund appropriation made to the Arizona Department of Education (ADE) in FY 2008-09 for basic state aid and additional state aid by $300 million.

· States that the reduction does not apply to charter schools or small school districts that qualify for budget limit exemptions.  

· Contains a legislative intent section that states if Arizona receives Federal Education Stabilization Fund monies, then $250 million will be reduced from the ADE’s FY 2008-09 state General Fund appropriation and will be restored with funds from the Federal Education Stabilization Fund.

HB 2029 changes the exception to protection from civil liability for the implementation of certain policies and procedures to a school district, its governing board members, its school council members, or its employees who acted with gross negligence rather than being guilty of gross negligence or intentional misconduct.  

Summary of the Proposed Strike-everything Amendment

The proposed strike-everything amendment to HB 2029 makes session law changes necessary to implement the supplemental reductions and appropriations for FY 2008-09.

Provisions

· Requires the Arizona Department of Education (ADE), by October 15, 2009, to apportion to each school district the difference between the school district’s Basic State Aid and Additional State Aid entitlement on May 15, 2009 and the district’s available ending cash balance.

· Instructs ADE to calculate the apportionment for each district using the following formula:

Ending Cash Balance = ending cash balance in Maintenance and Operations (M&O) funds + ending cash balance in Capital Outlay (CO) funds + ending cash balance in Soft Capital (SC) allocation funds.

Allowable Carryforward = 4% M&O carryforward + unexpended budget balances for CO and SC + M&O budget balance attributable to a Career Ladder and/or Optional Performance Incentive Program.

Unusable Cash Balance = Ending Cash Balance – Allowable Carryforward

Impact Aid Cash Balance = Total Impact Aid Received  x  Unusable Cash Balance




  Total Revenue Received

Available Ending Cash Balance = Ending Cash Balance – Allowable Carryforward – Unusable Cash Balance

Apportionment = (Basic State Aid entitlement + Additional State Aid entitlement) – Available Ending Cash Balance

· Requires ADE, by October 15, 2009, to apportion to each school district monies for interest expenses at an assumed interest rate of 2% over an assumed five month interest accumulation period.

· Allows school districts to budget for interest expenses for registering warrants in FY 2008-09 related to deferred state aid payments.  

· Prohibits districts from expending more than the amount received by ADE for interest expenses.

· Directs school districts to include the monies they will receive from ADE for interest expenses associated with the FY 2008-09 funding deferral in their revenue estimates for the purpose of computing their tax rates for FY 2008-09.

· Instructs the county treasurer and county school superintendent in each county to provide ADE with any information requested by ADE to complete the requirements of this act.
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
