Agency Description — The Arizona Navigable Sream Adjudication Commission is a 5-member body charged with
determining the ownership of watercourses in the state by establishing whether or not the watercourses were navigable at the

time of statehood.

Small Stream Studies — The approved FY 1999
supplemental amount includes onetime funding of
$20,000 for attorney fees and $75,000 for engineering
services related to stream navigability studies. The
$75,000 supplemental appropriation for engineering
servicesis non-lapsing until the end of FY 2000.

The approved FY 2000 amount includes an increase of
$38,700 for attorney fees, travel expenses, and advertising
expenses associated with the same small stream studies.
Thisamount is continued in FY 2001.

The additional FY 2000 and FY 2001 appropriation, when
combined with the FY 1999 supplemental appropriation
for thisissue, is expected to remove 1 year from the stream
study completion timeline; the target completion date is
now December 31, 2000.
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Any unexpended amount of the $75,000 appropriated for small stream studiesin FY 1999 does not revert to the state General Fund pursuant to A.R.S. §
