Board Expenditures — The approved FY 2000 amount
includes an increase of $300 for board expenditures due to
increasing work hours. This amount is continued in FY
2001.

Information Technology — The approved FY 2000
amount includes onetime funding of $1,400 for
information technology support in order to improve the
agency’s Web site.

Other Operating Expenditures — The approved
FY 2000 amount includes an increase of $4,200 for Other
Operating Expenditures. This amount is continued in FY
2001.

Equipment — The approved FY 2000 amount includes an
increase of $4,600 for the replacement of outdated office
equipment. The approved FY 2001 amount includes a
further increase of $6,200 to replace additional eguipment,
including a copier.
