A.  AN AGENCY SHALL NOT ISSUE A LICENSE TO ANY APPLICANT WHO IS 7 
UNLAWFULLY PRESENT OR UNLAWFULLY RESIDING IN THE UNITED STATES.  BEFORE 8 
ISSUING OR RENEWING A LICENSE, THE AGENCY SHALL VERIFY THAT THE APPLICANT IS 9 
LAWFULLY PRESENT IN THE UNITED STATES. 10 

B.  FOR THE PURPOSES OF THIS SECTION: 11 
1.  "AGENCY" MEANS ANY AGENCY, DEPARTMENT, BOARD OR COMMISSION OF THIS 12 

STATE OR A COUNTY, CITY OR TOWN THAT ISSUES A LICENSE FOR THE PURPOSES OF 13 
OPERATING A BUSINESS IN THIS STATE. 14 

2.  "LICENSE" MEANS ANY AGENCY PERMIT, CERTIFICATE, APPROVAL, 15 
REGISTRATION, CHARTER OR SIMILAR FORM OF AUTHORIZATION THAT IS REQUIRED BY 16 
LAW AND THAT IS ISSUED BY ANY AGENCY FOR THE PURPOSES OF OPERATING A BUSINESS 17 
IN THIS STATE.  18
