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Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Arizona:

Section 1. Title 15, chapter 14, article 1, Arizona Revised Statutes,
is amended by adding section 15-1809, to read:

15-1809. Tuition waiver for children of military personnel

killed in action

THE ARIZONA BOARD OF REGENTS SHALL PROVIDE A TUITION WAIVER SCHOLARSHIP
AT ANY UNIVERSITY UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF THE ARIZONA BOARD OF REGENTS AND
EACH COMMUNITY DISTRICT SHALL PROVIDE A TUITION WAIVER SCHOLARSHIP AT ANY
COMMUNITY COLLEGE IN THAT COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT TO ANY PERSON WHO MEETS
ALL OF THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:

1. RESIDES IN THIS STATE.

2. IS UNDER THIRTY YEARS OF AGE.

3. IS THE NATURAL CHILD, ADOPTED CHILD OR STEPCHILD OF A PERSON WHO
MET BOTH OF THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:

(a) WAS A MEMBER OF THE UNITED STATES ARMED FORCES, INCLUDING A MEMBER
OF THE ARIZONA NATIONAL GUARD OR A MEMBER OF THE RESERVES OF ANY MILITARY
ESTABLISHMENT OF THE UNITED STATES.

(b) WAS KILLED IN ACTION WHILE ON FEDERAL ACTIVE DUTY.
