A.  The Arizona board of regents shall maintain state universities at 5 

Flagstaff in Coconino county, at Tempe in Maricopa county and at Tucson in 6 
Pima county, and the universities are respectively designated northern 7 
Arizona university, Arizona state university and the university of Arizona. 8 
The board shall maintain an Arizona state university campus in western 9 
Maricopa county designated as Arizona state university west campus.  The 10 
board shall maintain an Arizona state university campus in eastern Maricopa 11 
county designated as Arizona state university east campus.  The board may 12 
establish and maintain other colleges and universities subject to legislative 13 
authority.  SUBJECT TO REVIEW BY THE JOINT COMMITTEE ON CAPITAL REVIEW, THE 14 
BOARD MAY ESTABLISH NEW CAMPUSES THAT ARE SEPARATE FROM ANY LOCATION IN 15 
EXISTENCE ON JULY 1, 2007. 16 

B.  The universities shall have colleges, schools and departments and 17 
give courses of study and academic degrees as the board approves.  Subject to 18 
the responsibilities and powers of the board and the university presidents, 19 
the faculty members of the universities, through their elected faculty 20 
representatives, shall share responsibility for academic and educational 21 
activities and matters related to faculty personnel.  The faculty members of 22 
each university, through their elected faculty representatives, shall 23 
participate in the governance of their respective universities and shall 24 
actively participate in the development of university policy.  25 

Sec. 2.  Section 15-1626, Arizona Revised Statutes, is amended to read: 26 
15-1626.  General administrative powers and duties of board 27 
A.  The board shall: 28 
1.  Have and exercise the powers necessary for the effective governance 29 

and administration of the institutions under its control.  To that end, the 30 
board may adopt, and authorize each university to adopt, such regulations, 31 
policies, rules or measures as are deemed necessary and may delegate in 32 
writing to its committees, to its university presidents, or their designees, 33 
or to other entities under its control, any part of its authority for the 34 
administration and governance of such institutions, including those powers 35 
enumerated in section 15-1625, subsection B, paragraphs 2 and 4, paragraphs 36 
3, 4, 8, 9, 11 and 12 of this subsection and subsection B of this section.  37 
Any delegation of authority may be rescinded by the board at any time in 38 
whole or in part.

5.  Fix tuitions and fees to be charged and differentiate the tuitions 6 
and fees between institutions and between residents, nonresidents, 7 
undergraduate students, graduate students, students from foreign countries 8 
and students who have earned credit hours in excess of the credit hour 9 
threshold.  For the purposes of this paragraph, the undergraduate credit hour 10 
threshold is one hundred fifty-five hours for students who attend a 11 
university under the jurisdiction of the board in fiscal year 2006-2007, one 12 
hundred fifty hours for students who attend a university under the 13 
jurisdiction of the board in fiscal year 2007-2008 and one hundred forty-five 14 
hours for students who attend a university under the jurisdiction of the 15 
board after fiscal year 2007-2008.  The undergraduate credit hour threshold 16 
shall be based on the actual full-time equivalent student enrollment counted 17 
on the twenty-first day after classes begin for the fall semester of 2005 and 18 
every fall semester thereafter and any budget adjustment based on student 19 
enrollment shall occur in the fiscal year following the actual full-time 20 
equivalent student enrollment count.  The undergraduate credit hour threshold 21 
shall not apply to degree programs that require credit hours above the credit 22 
hour threshold, credits earned in the pursuit of up to two baccalaureate 23

Litigation to which 39 
the board is a party and for which self-insurance is not provided may be 40 
compromised or settled at the direction of the board. 41 

13.  Adopt annually an operating budget for each university equal to the 42 
sum of appropriated general fund monies and the amount of tuition, 43 
registration fees and other revenues approved by the board and allocated to 44 
each university operating budget. 45 
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14.  In consultation with the state board of education and other 1 
education groups, develop and implement a program to award honors 2 
endorsements to be affixed to the high school diplomas of qualifying high 3 
school pupils and to be included in the transcripts of pupils who are awarded 4 
endorsements.  The board shall develop application procedures and testing 5 
criteria and adopt testing instruments and procedures to administer the 6 
program.  In order to receive an honors endorsement, a pupil must demonstrate 7 
an extraordinary level of knowledge, skill and competency as measured by the 8 
testing instruments adopted by the board in mathematics, English, science and 9 
social studies.

APPLYING AND RELEVANT CONTACT INFORMATION. 44 
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B.  The board shall adopt personnel rules.  All nonacademic employees 1 
of the universities are subject to these rules except for university 2 
presidents, university vice-presidents, university deans, legal counsel and 3 
administrative officers.  The personnel rules shall be similar to the 4 
personnel rules under section 41-783.  The rules shall include provisions for 5 
listing available positions with the department of economic security, 6 
competitive employment processes for applicants, probationary status for new 7 
nonacademic employees, nonprobationary status on successful completion of 8 
probation and due process protections of nonprobationary employees after 9 
discharge.
