(g)  An optometrist who is licensed pursuant to chapter 16 of this 4 
title and who is certified for topical or oral pharmaceutical agents. 5 

5.  A veterinarian WHO IS licensed pursuant to chapter 21 of this title 6 
from dispensing or administering drugs to an animal or from dispensing or 7 
administering devices to an animal being treated by the veterinarian.

2.  "Employer" means a person, A business, A partnership, AN 12 
association, the THIS state of Arizona and its political subdivisions, 13 
corporations A CORPORATION, including a municipal corporations CORPORATION, A 14 
trust,  or non-profit A NONPROFIT entity that employs the services of one or 15 
more individual persons. 16 

3.  "Enclosed area" means all space between a floor and ceiling that is 17 
enclosed on all sides by permanent or temporary walls or windows,  (exclusive 18 
of doorways) , which THAT extend from the floor to the ceiling.  Enclosed 19 
area includes a reasonable distance from any entrances, windows and 20 
ventilation systems so that persons entering or leaving the building or 21 
facility shall not be subjected to breathing tobacco smoke and so that 22 
tobacco smoke does not enter the building or facility through entrances, 23 
windows, ventilation systems or any other means.

4.  "Health care facility" means any enclosed area utilized USED by any 25

7.  "Places of employment" means an enclosed area under the control of 40

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7.  A theatrical performance upon ON a stage or in the course of a film 1 
or television production if the smoking is part of the performance or 2 
production. 3 

C.  The prohibition on smoking in places of employment shall be 4 
communicated to all existing employees by the effective date of this section 5 
MAY 1, 2007 and to all prospective employees upon ON their application for 6 
employment. 7 

D.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, an owner, 8 
operator, manager,  or other person or entity in control of an establishment, 9 
facility,  or outdoor area may declare that entire establishment, facility,  10 
or outdoor area as a nonsmoking place.  11 

E.  Posting of signs and ashtray removal. 12

G.  I.  The law THIS SECTION shall be implemented and enforced by the 28

1.  The department shall design and implement a program, including the 30 
establishment of an internet website, to educate the public regarding the 31 
provisions of this law SECTION.

2.  The department shall inform persons who own, manage, operate or 33 
otherwise control a public place or place of employment of the requirements 34 
of this law SECTION and how to comply with its provisions, including making 35 
information available and providing a toll-free telephone number and e-mail 36 
address to be used exclusively for this purpose.

1.  "Administrative law judge" means an individual or an agency head, 44 

board or commission that sits as an administrative law judge, that conducts 45 
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administrative hearings in a contested case or an appealable agency action 1 
and that makes decisions regarding the contested case or appealable agency 2 
action. 3 

2.  "Administrative law judge decision" means the findings of fact, 4 
conclusions of law and recommendations or decisions issued by an 5 
administrative law judge. 6 

3.  "Appealable agency action" means an action that determines the 7 
legal rights, duties or privileges of a party and that is not a contested 8 
case.  Appealable agency actions do not include interim orders by 9 
self-supporting regulatory boards or rules, orders, standards or statements 10 
of policy of general application issued by an administrative agency to 11 
implement, interpret or make specific the legislation enforced or 12 
administered by it, nor does it mean or include rules concerning the internal 13 
management of the agency that do not affect private rights or interests.
