E.  The department or a local health department shall disclose 45 
communicable disease related information to a good Samaritan who submits a 46 
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request to the department or the local health department.  The request shall 1 
document the occurrence of the accident, fire or other life-threatening 2 
emergency and shall include information regarding the nature of the 3 
significant exposure risk.  The department shall adopt rules that prescribe 4 
standards of significant exposure risk based on the best available medical 5 
evidence.  The department shall adopt rules that establish procedures for 6 
processing requests from good Samaritans pursuant to this subsection.  The 7 
rules shall provide that the disclosure to the good Samaritan shall not 8 
reveal the protected person's name and shall be accompanied by a written 9 
statement that warns the good Samaritan that the confidentiality of the 10 
information is protected by state law.

F.  An authorization to release communicable disease related 12 
information shall be signed by the protected person or, if the protected 13 
person lacks capacity to consent, the protected person's health care decision 14 
maker.

G.  A person to whom communicable disease related information is 23 
disclosed pursuant to this section shall not disclose the information to 24 
another person except as authorized by this section.
