Sec. 2.  Legislative findings and declarations 10 
The legislature finds and declares that: 11 
1.  The rights of parents and guardians of students in this state are 12 

explicitly stated in: 13 
(a)  Section 1-601, Arizona Revised Statutes, as "The liberty of 14 

parents to direct the upbringing, education, health care and mental health of 15 
their children is a fundamental right." 16 

(b)  Section 1-602, Arizona Revised Statutes, as "All parental rights 17 
are reserved to a parent of a minor child without obstruction or interference 18 
from this state, any political subdivision of this state, any other 19 
governmental entity or any other institution." 20 

2.  According to the fourth amendment to the Constitution of the United 21 
States, individuals have the right "to be secure in their persons, houses, 22 
papers, and effects, against unreasonable searches and seizures."  The role 23 
of government is to ensure these rights.  24 

3.  A de facto national longitudinal data system via connections to 25 
each state's longitudinal data system, controlled by national private-public 26 
partnerships that usurp the privacy of Arizona parents and guardians and 27 
local school board control, builds the infrastructure for undermining the 28 
Constitution of the United States, individual rights and states' rights and 29 
destroys locally determined curricular values and locally determined data 30 
usage.  The constitutionally protected privacy and property of Arizona 31 
citizens is what these combined statewide longitudinal data systems seek to 32 
monitor, control and change. 33 
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
