As leadership of the Arizona State Legislature, water management and settlement issues are of great 
importance to us.  We understand that the two of you are sponsoring and supporting the Bill Williams 
River Water Rights Settlement Act of 2014 (BWWRS). 
 
It is our understanding that under this phase of the settlement (Phase one), certain parties within the 
State of Arizona, the Hualapai Tribe and the United States are settling specific water rights claims within 
the Bill Williams River watershed.  This phase of the settlement also facilitates a subsequent settlement 
of the Tribe’s remaining water rights in Arizona. In addition, the act provides a positive benefit to the 
Lower Colorado River Multi-Species Conservation Program, approved by the Secretary of the Interior in 
2005 and authorized by Congress under Public Law No 111-11, Title IX, Subtitle E (123 Stat.991, b1327) 
by providing land that can be utilized for creation and improvement of habitat for native species within 
Arizona. 
 
We want to express our support the BWWWRS act and corresponding agreements.  Thank you for 
bringing this legislation forward.
