6.  "Qualified school" means a nongovernmental primary or secondary 24 
school or a preschool for pupils with disabilities that is located in this 25 
state OR, FOR QUALIFIED STUDENTS WHO RESIDE WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF AN 26 
INDIAN RESERVATION IN THIS STATE, THAT IS LOCATED IN AN ADJACENT STATE AND 27 
THAT IS WITHIN TWO MILES OF THE BORDER OF THE STATE IN WHICH THE QUALIFIED 28 
STUDENT RESIDES, and that does not discriminate on the basis of race, 29 
color or national origin. 30 

7.  "Qualified student" means a resident of this state who: 31 
(a)  Is any of the following: 32 
(i)  Identified as having a disability under section 504 of the 33 

rehabilitation act of 1973 (29 United States Code section 794).  34 
(ii)  Identified by a school district or by an independent third 35 

party pursuant to section 15-2403, subsection I as a child with a 36 
disability as defined in section 15-731 or 15-761. 37 

(iii)  A child with a disability who is eligible to receive services 38 
from a school district under section 15-763. 39 

(iv)  Attending a school or school district that has been assigned a 40 
letter grade of D or F pursuant to section 15-241 or who is currently 41 
eligible to attend kindergarten and who resides within the attendance 42 
boundary of a school that has been assigned a letter grade of D or F 43 
pursuant to section 15-241. 44 
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(v)  A previous recipient of a scholarship issued pursuant to 1 
section 15-891 or this section, unless the qualified student's parent has 2 
been removed from eligibility in the program for failure to comply 3 
pursuant to section 15-2403, subsection C. 4 

(vi)  A child of a parent who is a member of the armed forces of the 5 
United States and who is on active duty or was killed in the line of duty. 6 
A child who meets the requirements of this item is not subject to 7 
subdivision (b) of this paragraph. 8 

(vii)  A child who is a ward of the juvenile court and who is 9 
residing with a prospective permanent placement pursuant to section 8-862 10 
and the case plan is adoption or permanent guardianship. 11 

(viii)  A child who was a ward of the juvenile court and who 12 
achieved permanency through adoption or permanent guardianship. 13 

(ix)  A child who is the sibling of a current or previous ARIZONA 14 
empowerment scholarship account recipient or of an eligible qualified 15 
student who accepts the terms of and enrolls in the AN ARIZONA empowerment 16 
scholarship program ACCOUNT. 17 

(x)  A child who resides within the boundaries of an Indian 18 
reservation in this state as determined by the department of education or 19 
a tribal government. 20 

(xi)  A child of a parent who is legally blind pursuant to section 21 
41-1973, subsection C or deaf or hard of hearing pursuant to AS DEFINED IN 22 
section 36-1941. 23 

(b)  And, except as provided in subdivision (a), item (vi) of this 24 
paragraph, who meets any of the following requirements: 25 

(i)  Attended a governmental primary or secondary school as a 26 
full-time student as defined in section 15-901 for at least the first one 27 
hundred days of the prior fiscal year and who transferred from a 28 
governmental primary or secondary school under a contract to participate 29 
in an ARIZONA empowerment scholarship account.  First, second and third 30 
grade students who are enrolled in Arizona online instruction must receive 31 
four hundred hours of logged instruction to be eligible pursuant to this 32 
item.

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in section 15-901 for at least ninety days of the prior fiscal year or one 1 
full semester prior to BEFORE attending a qualified school. 2 

(iv)  Was eligible for an Arizona scholarship for pupils with 3 
disabilities and received monies from a school tuition organization 4 
pursuant to section 43-1505 or received an Arizona scholarship for pupils 5 
with disabilities but did not receive monies from a school tuition 6 
organization pursuant to section 43-1505 and who continues to attend a 7 
qualified school if the student attended a governmental primary or 8 
secondary school as a full-time student as defined in section 15-901 for 9 
at least ninety days of the prior fiscal year or one full semester prior 10 
to attending a qualified school. 11 

(v)  Has not previously attended a governmental primary or secondary 12 
school but is currently eligible to enroll in a kindergarten program in a 13 
school district or charter school in this state or attended a program for 14 
preschool children with disabilities.

(vi)  Has not previously attended a governmental primary or 16 
secondary school but is currently eligible to enroll in a program for 17 
preschool children with disabilities in this state.

8.  "Treasurer" means the office of the state treasurer.  19 
Sec. 2.  Section 15-2402, Arizona Revised Statutes, is amended to 20

15-2402.  Arizona empowerment scholarship accounts; funds 22 
A.  Arizona empowerment scholarship accounts are established to 23 

provide options for the education of students in this state. 24 
B.  To enroll a qualified student for an ARIZONA empowerment 25 

scholarship account, the parent of the qualified student must sign an 26 
agreement to do all of the following: 27 

1.  Use a portion of the ARIZONA empowerment scholarship account 28

translation GOODS AND services approved by the department. 15 

(d)  Tutoring or teaching services provided by an individual or 16 
facility accredited by a state, regional or national accrediting 17 
organization.

(e)  Curricula AND SUPPLEMENTARY MATERIALS. 19 
(f)  Tuition or fees for a nonpublic online learning program. 20 
(g)  Fees for a nationally standardized norm-referenced achievement 21 

test, an advanced placement examination or any exams related to college or 22 
university admission. 23 

(h)  Contributions to a Coverdell education savings account 24 
established pursuant to 26 United States Code section 530 for the benefit 25 
of the qualified student, except that money used for elementary or 26 
secondary education expenses must be for expenses otherwise allowed under 27 
this section. 28 

(i)  (h)  Tuition or fees at an eligible postsecondary institution. 29 
(j)  (i)  Textbooks required by an eligible postsecondary 30 

institution. 31 
(k)  (j)  Fees for management of TO MANAGE the ARIZONA empowerment 32 

scholarship account. 33 
(l)  (k)  Services provided by a public school, including individual 34 

classes and extracurricular programs. 35 
(m)  (l)  Insurance or surety bond payments. 36 
(n)  (m)  Uniforms purchased from or through a qualified school. 37 
(o)  (n)  Beginning January 1, 2017, If the qualified student meets 38 

the criteria specified in section 15-2401, paragraph 7, subdivision (a), 39 
item (i), (ii) or (iii) and if the qualified student is in the second year 40 
prior to the final year of a contract executed pursuant to this article, 41 
costs associated with an annual education plan conducted by an independent 42 
evaluation team.  The department shall prescribe minimum qualifications 43 
for independent evaluation teams pursuant to this subdivision and factors 44 
that teams must use to determine whether the qualified student shall be 45 
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eligible to continue to receive monies pursuant to this article through 1 
the school year in which the qualified student reaches twenty-two years of 2 
age.

(b)  Transportation of the pupil. 32 
(c)  Consumable educational supplies, including paper, pens or 33 

markers. 34 
C.  In exchange for the parent's agreement pursuant to subsection B 35 

of this section, the department shall transfer from the monies that would 36 
otherwise be allocated to a recipient's prior school district, or if the 37 
child is currently eligible to attend kindergarten, the monies that the 38 
department determines would otherwise be allocated to a recipient's 39 
expected school district of attendance, to the treasurer for deposit into 40 
an Arizona empowerment scholarship account an amount that is equivalent to 41 
ninety percent of the sum of the base support level and additional 42 
assistance prescribed in sections 15-185 and 15-943 for that particular 43 
student if that student were attending a charter school.

Monies 27 
in the fund shall be used for the state treasurer's costs in administering 28 
the ARIZONA empowerment scholarship accounts under this chapter.

scholarship accounts and for staff professional development, marketing and 2 
community outreach activities relating to Arizona empowerment scholarship 3 
accounts, particularly in rural communities.  4 

C.  The sum of $100,000 and one FTE position are appropriated from 5 
the state general fund in fiscal year 2020-2021 to the state board of 6 
education to provide administrative support for the rulemaking process and 7 
for the purposes of appeals that are brought to the state board of 8 
education under title 15, chapter 19, Arizona Revised Statutes, as amended 9 
by this act. 10 

D.  The sum of $50,000 is appropriated from the state general fund 11 
in fiscal year 2020-2021 to the state board of education for attorney 12 
general legal services for the appeals program under title 15, chapter 19, 13 
Arizona Revised Statutes, as amended by this act. 14 

E.  The appropriations made in this section are exempt from the 15 
provisions of section 35-190, Arizona Revised Statutes, relating to 16 
lapsing of appropriations.  17 

Sec. 5.  State board of education; Arizona empowerment 18 
scholarship accounts; rulemaking 19 

On or before November 1, 2020, the state board of education shall 20 
adopt rules necessary to administer Arizona empowerment scholarship 21 
accounts pursuant to section 15-2403, subsection H, Arizona Revised 22 
Statutes, as amended by this act.  In adopting rules, the state board of 23 
education shall work in cooperation with the department of education and 24 
may use existing resources and policy documents to guide the rulemaking 25 
process. 26 

Sec. 6.  Attorney general; written guidance; Arizona 27 
empowerment scholarship accounts information; 28 
public records 29 

On or before August 1, 2020, the attorney general shall provide 30 
written guidance to the department of education and the state board of 31 
education regarding what types of information that is collected under 32 
title 15, chapter 19, Arizona Revised Statutes, as amended by this act, 33 
are subject to public records requests under state and federal law, 34 
including the family educational rights and privacy act of 1974 35 
(P.L. 93-380; 88 Stat. 57). 36 

Sec. 7.  Retroactivity 37 
Sections 4 and 5 of this act apply retroactively to from and after 38
