5.  For all licenses, except those for salespersons, the name, birth 42 
date and address of the qualifying party.  The qualifying party must 43 
reside within the state of the principal place of the licensee's business 44 
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and shall not act in the capacity of a qualifying party for more than one 1 
license in the same classification. 2 

6.  If the applicant is a corporation, association or other 3 
organization, evidence that the corporation, association or other 4 
organization is in good standing with the Arizona corporation commission. 5 

7.  Whether the owner, if the applicant is a sole proprietorship, 6 
all partners, if the applicant is a partnership, all officers, if the 7 
applicant is a corporation or other type of association, the managers or 8 
managing members, if the applicant is a limited liability company, the 9 
general partner, if the applicant is a limited partnership, or the 10 
individual, if the applicant is a salesperson, has ever been charged or 11 
convicted of a felony, or has ever received an adverse final decision in a 12 
civil action alleging fraud or misrepresentation,  and, if so, the nature 13 
of the action and the final disposition of the case. 14 

8.  For corporations, the name and address of a statutory agent WHO 15 
IS appointed by the licensee on whom legal notices, summonses or other 16 
processes may be served, which service shall be deemed personal service on 17 
the licensee. 18 

9.  If it is an application for a salesperson's license, the 19 
applicant shall designate an employing dealer or broker and the 20 
application shall include the signature of the qualifying party or the 21 
qualifying party's designee. 22 

10.  Other information as the director may deem necessary. 23 
E.  Before the issuance of any RECEIVING AND HOLDING A license 24 

ISSUED pursuant to this article, the owner, if the applicant is a sole 25 
proprietorship, all partners, if the applicant is a partnership, the 26 
general partner, if the applicant is a limited partnership, the president, 27 
vice president, secretary,  and treasurer, if the applicant is a 28 
corporation or other type of association, the manager or managing members, 29 
if the applicant is a limited liability company, the individual, if the 30 
applicant is a salesperson, and the qualifying party shall be of good 31 
character and reputation and shall submit a fingerprint card for 32 
background analysis.  Lack of good character and reputation may be 33 
established by showing that such person has committed any act that, if 34 
committed by any licensee, would be grounds for suspension or revocation 35 
of such license VALID FINGERPRINT CLEARANCE CARD ISSUED PURSUANT TO 36 
SECTION 41-1758.03. THE APPLICANT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR PROVIDING THE 37 
DEPARTMENT WITH A VALID FINGERPRINT CLEARANCE CARD. 38 

F.  THE DEPARTMENT SHALL NOT ISSUE A LICENSE TO AN APPLICANT BEFORE 39 
RECEIVING A VALID FINGERPRINT CLEARANCE CARD PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION. THE 40 
DEPARTMENT SHALL SUSPEND THE LICENSE IF THE FINGERPRINT CLEARANCE CARD IS 41 
DETERMINED TO BE INVALID AND AN APPLICANT WHO WAS ISSUED A LICENSE FAILS 42 
TO SUBMIT A NEW FINGERPRINT CLEARANCE CARD WITHIN TEN DAYS AFTER BEING 43 
NOTIFIED BY THE DEPARTMENT. THIS SECTION DOES NOT AFFECT THE DEPARTMENT'S 44 
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ABILITY TO OTHERWISE ISSUE, DENY, CANCEL, TERMINATE, SUSPEND OR REVOKE A 1

F.  G.  To obtain a license pursuant to this article, a person shall 3 
not have had a license refused or revoked within one year before the date 4 
of the application nor, SHALL NOT have engaged in the business without 5 
first having been licensed nor AND shall a person NOT act as a licensee 6 
between the filing of the application and actual issuance of the 7 
license.  For the purposes of this subsection, "person" means an 8 
applicant, an individual, a qualifying party, any partner of a 9 
partnership, any manager or managing member of a limited liability 10 
company, or any officer, director, qualifying party or owner of forty 11 
percent or more of the stock or beneficial interest of a corporation.

Before the issuance 17 
of an installer license, the qualifying party shall also provide the 18 
department with evidence of successful completion of the online installer 19 
course that is administered by the manufactured housing educational 20 
institute and proof of three years of practical or field experience or 21 
training that is deemed acceptable by the department.

H.  I.  A license shall not be issued to a minor or to any 23 
partnership in which one of the partners is a minor. 24 

I.  J.  Every salesperson who holds an active license shall maintain 25 
on file with the department a current residence address and shall notify 26 
the department within five working days of any change of address, of any 27 
discontinued employment, and where, if anywhere, the salesperson is 28 
currently working. 29 

J.  K.  The license of a salesperson who is no longer employed by 30 
the dealer of record is deemed inactive. The salesperson shall turn the 31 
license into the department until the salesperson is employed by another 32 
dealer and a written notification of the change has been received by the 33 
department.  On notification, the department shall return the license to 34 
the salesperson.  35 

Sec. 7.  Section 41-4026, Arizona Revised Statutes, is amended to 36

41-4026.  Issuance of a license 38 
A.  On receipt by the director of the nonrefundable fee required by 39 

this article and an application furnishing complete information as 40 
required by the director and on the applicant taking and passing the 41 
applicable examination required by section 41-4025, the director shall 42 
issue a conditional license to the applicant, pending completion of the 43 
background analysis, permitting ALLOWING the applicant to engage in 44 
business pursuant to this article for one year. 45

A.  Before granting an original license, the director shall require 4 

of the applicant, except an applicant for salesperson or broker of 5 
manufactured homes,  OR mobile homes or factory-built buildings designed 6 
for use as residential buildings, a surety bond in a form acceptable to 7 
the director or a cash deposit pursuant to this section.  A separate bond 8 
or cash deposit shall be required for each branch location of any licensed 9 
manufacturer or installer.

The applicant may in the alternative 21 
establish a cash deposit in the amount of the bond with the state 22 
treasurer pursuant to the rules adopted by the director.  The bond funds 23 
shall be deposited, pursuant to sections 35-146 and 35-147, in a special 24 
account to be known as the consumer recovery fund.  The state treasurer 25 
shall invest and divest monies in the fund as provided by section 35-313, 26 
and monies earned from investment shall be credited to the fund.

principal to perform a sales or installation agreement or to perform 40 
repairs under a warranty.

2.  The director, if the principal fails to pay any of the fees or 42 
costs that the principal owes the department. 43 
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E.  Any person claiming against the bond or deposit, except the 1 
department, may maintain an action against the principal and the surety.  2 
Such THE principal's bond or deposit may be sued on in successive actions 3 
until the full amount is exhausted.  No A suit may NOT be commenced on the 4 
bond or deposit after the expiration of two years after the date of sale 5 
or installation of the unit, whichever is later, on which the suit is 6 
based, except that the time for purposes of the claim for fraud shall be 7 
measured pursuant to section 12-543. 8 

F.  The surety bond or deposit shall be continuous in form and shall 9 
contain the condition that the total aggregate liability of the surety or 10 
depository for all claims shall be limited to the face amount of the bond 11 
or depository irrespective of the number of years the bond or depository 12 
is in force.  If the corporate surety desires to make payment without 13 
awaiting court action, the amount of the bond filed shall be reduced to 14 
the extent of any payment or payments made by the corporate surety in good 15 
faith.  Any such payments shall be based on priority of written claims 16 
received by the corporate surety prior to BEFORE court action.  The surety 17 
bond or depository shall be continuous as long as the corporate surety or 18 
the depositor maintains the face amount of the bond or deposit.  Failure 19 
to maintain the face amount of the bond or deposit constitutes a 20 
suspension of such THE license until the face amount of the bond or 21 
deposit is restored. 22 

G.  The corporate surety shall notify the director of the intent of 23 
the principal to cancel the bond and of any monies paid from the bond.  On 24 
receipt by the director of notice to cancel a bond by any corporate 25 
surety, the director shall immediately notify the licensee who is the 26 
principal on the bond of the effective date of cancellation of the bond 27 
and that the licensee shall furnish a like bond or make cash deposit on or 28 
before the effective date of cancellation or the license shall be 29 
suspended.  Notice to the licensee shall be by certified mail postage 30 
fully prepaid, addressed to the licensee's last address of record with the 31 
department.  The license shall be suspended on the date the bond is 32 
canceled unless a replacement bond or cash deposit in lieu of a bond is on 33 
file with the director.

H.  The director shall have no personal liability for the 35 
performance of duties relating to the bond and cash deposit requirements 36 
of this section if such duties are performed in good faith.

A.  The director, personnel of the department and personnel under 42 
contract to the department, on presentation of credentials, shall be 43 
permitted ALLOWED to enter and inspect premises where units regulated by 44 
this chapter are manufactured, sold or installed as the director may deem 45 
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appropriate to determine if any person has violated this chapter.  No A 1 
person WHO IS licensed by the department may NOT refuse to admit the 2 
director or the personnel of the department or personnel under contract if 3 
the proper credentials are presented and the inspection is made at a 4 
reasonable time. 5 

B.  If the director has reasonable cause to believe a unit is being 6 
offered for sale by a party required to be licensed but not licensed as a 7 
dealer by the department or is in violation of this chapter, or the rules, 8 
regulations or standards adopted pursuant to this chapter, the department 9 
shall serve on the manufacturer, dealer, broker or installer a notice of 10 
violation, which may be affixed to the unit in violation and, if affixed 11 
to the unit, shall not be removed by anyone without the authorization of 12 
the department. 13 

C.  If there is reasonable cause to believe, from information 14 
furnished to the director or from an investigation instituted by the 15 
director, that any person is engaged in a business regulated by this 16 
article without being licensed as required by law, the director shall 17 
issue and serve on the person, by certified mail, a cease and desist order 18 
requiring the person immediately, on receipt of the notice, to cease and 19 
desist from engaging in such business.  On failure of such THE person to 20 
comply with the order, the director shall file an action in the superior 21 
court in Maricopa county restraining and enjoining the person from 22 
engaging in such business.  The court in the action shall proceed as in 23 
other actions for injunctions. 24 

D.  If in the judgment of the director any person has engaged, or is 25 
about to engage, in any acts or practices that constitute, or will 26 
constitute, a violation of this chapter, the rules, regulations or 27 
standards adopted pursuant to this chapter or an order issued pursuant to 28 
this chapter, the director may make application to the appropriate court 29 
for an order enjoining such THOSE acts or practices.  On a showing by the 30 
director that such THE person has engaged in, or is about to engage in, 31 
any such acts or practices, an injunction, restraining order or such other 32 
order as may be appropriate shall be granted by such THE court without 33 
bond.  On a showing by the director that a licensee has wrongfully 34 
withdrawn, or is about to wrongfully withdraw, funds required to be held 35 
in the licensee's trust account, an injunction, restraining order or such 36 
other order as may be appropriate to prevent a licensee from wrongfully 37 
withdrawing trust account monies shall be granted by the court.  On 38 
granting a permanent injunction, the court may impose a civil penalty OF 39 
not exceeding one thousand dollars MORE THAN THE CIVIL PENALTY AS 40 
DETERMINED ANNUALLY BY THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN 41 
DEVELOPMENT for each violation. 42 

E.  In any investigation, proceeding or hearing that the director 43 
may institute, conduct or hold under this article, the director, or a 44 
representative designated by the director, may administer oaths, certify 45 
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to official acts, issue subpoenas for attendance of witnesses and 1 
production of books, papers and records and exercise the same powers in 2 
this regard as conferred on public officers by section 12-2212. 3 

F.  After any hearing that the director may institute, conduct or 4 
hold under this article, the director or a representative designated by 5 
the director may impose an administrative penalty in an amount of not to 6 
exceed one thousand dollars MORE THAN THE CIVIL PENALTY AS DETERMINED 7 
ANNUALLY BY THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT 8 
for each violation.  All monies collected pursuant to this subsection 9 
shall be deposited in the state general fund. 10 

G.  The director may refer to the attorney general or a county 11 
attorney for criminal or civil investigation the results of any 12 
investigation that indicate the existence of the elements of fraud, 13 
including investigative information regarding any person or entity that, 14 
although not a licensee under this article, has a business or other 15 
relationship to a licensee or to a manufactured home transaction under 16 
this article. 17 

H.  If an inspection reveals that a mobile home entering this state 18 
for sale or installation is in violation of this chapter, the department 19 
may order its use discontinued and the mobile home or any portion of the 20 
mobile home vacated.  The order to vacate shall be served on the person 21 
occupying the mobile home and copies of the order shall be posted at or on 22 
each exit of the mobile home.  The order to vacate shall include a 23 
reasonable period of time in which the violation can be corrected.  A 24 
person shall not occupy or use a mobile home in violation of an order to 25 
vacate. 26 

I.  If construction, rebuilding or any other work is performed in 27 
violation of this chapter or any rule adopted pursuant to this chapter, 28 
the department may order the work stopped.  The order to stop work shall 29 
be served on the person doing the work or on the person causing the work 30 
to be done.  The person served with the order shall immediately cease the 31 
work until authorized by the department to continue.  32 
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
